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In light of the company's current partnerships with real
estate development firms and the expected growth of the
real estate market in the coming period, the company
anticipates an increase in its revenues, particularly from
SODIC, as its revenues were calculated based on prices
at the time of contract signing.

The company's revenues are expected to rise from the
guaranteed minimum of EGP 166 billion to
approximately EGP 300 billion, driven by its
partnerships, which are projected to contribute to
enhancing total revenues over the next 10 years.

These expectations come amid the continuous
improvement in real estate market prices, which
strengthens opportunities for increased returns from
current and future investments and partnerships.

Furthermore, the company owns approximately 600
acres of undeveloped land in New Heliopolis City.
Studies are currently underway to develop this land by
providing utility networks and upgrading infrastructure
to align with sustainable living standards, which will
contribute to increasing future revenue potential.

Regarding investment opportunities and studies to
expand its land portfolio, the company is evaluating
several partnership proposals in both New Mansoura
and Alexandria (Moharam Bek area). These proposals
are currently being reviewed in collaboration with
Maadi Tourism Development Company and Hassan
Allam Company, aiming to enhance the company’s real
estate portfolio and achieve sustainable returns.
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
